Please read the arrangements below carefully before coming and then
please follow the guidelines.

¢ Feeling Unwell: If you display "cold or flu like symptoms or have a loss
of taste or smell” you are asked not to enter the Church.

¢ Under 16s are not to attend without a supervising adult [advice
from the Diocesel].

¢ Groups: Please do not organise others to come with you to pray as we
are open only for private prayer.

Entering and leaving the Church - one way system

¢ Enter the Church via main entrance on Carlton Avenue East and whilst
in Church follow the one way system [follow the arrows] exiting
through the car park door.

¢ Sanitise your hands on entering and leaving the Church [this is not an
option].

¢ Please read the instructions from the Diocese displayed in the porch,
note floor plan, and shrine notes.

¢ Use of face coverings is mandatory. Please cover mouth and nose
while in Church

¢ Do not try fo go to the place where you generally sit for it might not
be available.

¢ Please keep to social distancing [2mtrs] from anyone else who may be
there at the same time, as in other public places.

¢ Please do not chat, and do not congregate either inside or outside the
Church.

¢ The car park will remain closed.

Supervision and Safeguarding: When you come to Church please follow
the instructions of the stewards and follow the guidelines. Please be po-
lite to them, they are here to help and to ensure that our Church is tru-
ly a safe space. They can ask you to leave if you do not follow Govern-
ment or Diocesan Guidelines.

Flowers and other objects: Please do not bring or leave any flowers or
other items to be left in the Church. These will be removed.
