An Invitation.

The period from the Ascension of
the Lord to the Feast of Pentecost
¥ has traditionally been a time of
prayer to the Holy Spirit. We read
in Sacred Scripture: “all ... joined
¢ in continuous prayer, together
| with several women, including
#™8 Mary, the mother of Jesus ....
“[Acts 1.14].

The novena to the Holy Spirit is the oldest no-
vena, first made at the direction of our Lord
when He sent His apostles back to Jerusalem
to await the coming of the Holy Spirit on the
first Pentecost. It is the only novena officially
prescribed by the Church. Addressed to the
Third Person of the Blessed Trinity, it is a
powerful plea for the light, strength and love
so sorely needed by every Christian.
